APPROVAL OF MINUTES

On a motion by Mrs. Moore and seconded by Mr. Smith, the minutes of December 2, 2010 Water and Sewer Commission were unanimously approved.

PUBLIC COMMENT

Loretta Horton

Ms. Horton was present to request an adjustment to her account.  Ms. Horton explained that she had been in the hospital and her children had been in her house during her absence.  She notified the Commission that she had been made aware of a toilet leak in the house during that time.  In addition, a neighbor notified her of an outside leak after returning home.

Mrs. Moore asked Ms. Horton if she was aware of the dates of the outside leak.

Ms. Horton replied that she could not be sure as she was told after returning home.

Mr. Smith asked the time frame of Ms. Horton’s hospitalization.

Ms. Horton was in the hospital from December 1 until December 28, 2010.

Mr. Clark informed Ms. Horton that a toilet leak cannot receive an adjustment and a determination would have to be made between the toilet leak and the outside leak.

Mrs. Moore made a motion to grant Ms. Horton an adjustment of half of the overage caused by the two leaks, to the sewer portion of the bill.  

Mr. Smith seconded the motion and the motion was unanimously passed.
