The Chairman, Mr. Joseph Whalen, called the Alleghany County Water and Sewer Commission meeting to order.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

On a motion by Mr. Kimberlin and seconded by Mr. Bowen, the minutes of May 5, 2011 Water and Sewer Commission were unanimously approved.

PUBLIC COMMENT

There were no citizens present for public comment.

NEW BUSINESS

Rate for Septage Received at LMWWTP
Mr. Clark discussed a letter dated June 1, 2011 concerning the rate for septage received at the LMWWTP.  The rate recommended by Public Works is $35/1000 gallons with a daily limit of 4,000 gallons received.

Mr. Yeagley made a motion to accept the rate as proposed by Public Works.

Mr. Whalen seconded the motion.

Mr. Bowen asked if the proposed rate would cover all cost and was assured by Mr. Clark that the rate for normal influent is $3.38/1000 gallons.  Septage is considered ten times the rate of normal influent.

Notice of Violation for Rosedale/Callaghan/Oakwood Forest/Westwood Water System 
Mr. Clark addressed the concern of water violation in the Rosedale, Callaghan, Oakwood Forest, and Westwood water system.  Mr. Clark stated that the violation is due to disinfection of the byproduct used in this system.  Public Works will be implementing a process to lower the effects of the byproduct by using the Westgate pumps to recirculate and lower percentages.
Bulk Water Rates in Clifton Forge And Iron Gate
After much review and consideration, the Board of Supervisors has requested that the rates be reevaluated.  Mr. Clark stated that he will be able to provide updates in future meetings.  Mr. Clark explained that currently there is a disagreement in the methodology of figuring the rates.
